36 Kaldalén. Receding valley glacier at the head of a small
tributary fjord in isafjardardjip. Through it flows Morilla, a
river whose source is at Drangajokull glacier. Drangajokull
is easily accessible by foot. This is an area of raw nature and
intense contrasts.

The town of Stdavik is located on the banks of Alftafjérdur
fiord.An avalanche fell there in 1995 and subsequently a new
section of the town was built in a safe area, further along
the fjord. It is now nestled at the base of Mt. Heidnafjall,
beneath the majestic peak Kofri. The old town has been
given a new role and is now used for summer dwellings.

Norwegian whale hunters had substantial operations in the

district at the turn of the 20* century, in nearby Langeyri,
for example. The population of the district of Sudavik on |
December 2007 was 181.

- DRANGSNES -

Drangsnes, a fishing village on Selstrond at the mouth
of Steingrimsfjérdur fijord, began developing in the 1920s.
Drangsnes gets its name from the tall rock pillar on the
shore, named Kerling. It is said that Kerling is one of three
troll women who tried unsuccessfully to dig a ditch to sepa-
rate the West Fjords from the mainland. Population 68.

- STRANDIR -

3 Trékyllisvik. Northerly cove and setting for historical
events on Strandir; the harsh and exposed “backbone”
of the West Fjords. Once a major fishing centre which
attracted sea-sonal workers from far and wide, it is still the
most flourishing community in the area.

38 Djupavik. Former fishing centre on Reykjarfioréur, particu-
larly important for herring processing in the 1930s and later; until
the stock vanished and operations were abandoned.

3 Gjogur. Legendary fishing centre at the mouth of
Reykjarfjordur,now almost depopulated, but once renowned
for its heroic open-boat shark fishermen; 15-18 boats at a
time would brave the elements to catch shark for liver oil
and its meat, which was cured. North of the lighthouse are
geothermal springs.
