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AROUND ICELAND

 - Djúpivogur -
Djúpivogur is located on Berufjörður fjord. The district is 
large, spanning from Streiti on Berufjörður coast in the north 
to the middle of Hvalnesskriður in the south. Djúpivogur has 
been a trading post since merchants from Hamborg were 
granted trading rights in 1589. A good, natural harbour was 
the foundation for one of the largest fisheries centres in the 
east until the end of the 19th century. Löngubúð warehouse, 
one of the oldest commercial buildings in Iceland (oldest 
part dates from 1790), now houses memorial exhibitions 
commemorating sculptor Ríkarður Jónsson (1888-1977) and 
government minister Eysteinn Jónsson (1906-1993). A short 
distance from the shore are numerous islands, for example 
Papey, which has the oldest and smallest wood church in 
Iceland, dating from 1807.  Population 345.

Hamarsfjörður and Álftafjörður are the south
ernmost fjords in the east. Álftafjörður could be called a 
lagoon, and there’s a small settlement of the same name 
leading up from it. The settlement in Hamarsfjörður has 
been abandoned. Hamarsá river is one of the most powerful 
rivers coming down from the eastern highlands. North of 
Hamarsfjörður are liparite rock slides that are impressive due 
to their red colouring.

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The town of  Djúpivogur, peninsula along Berufjörður fjord, was an old trading 
post with a history dating back to 1589 when merchants from Hamburg were 
granted commercial trading rights.

Distinctive landscapes characterize Djúpivogur and vicinity: long, low ridges stretch 
over Búlandsnes peninsula, between which are moors, plains and lakes. This is an 
ideal setting for birdwatchers as these areas are home to a wide variety of  birdlife. 
Enjoyable hiking trails surround the area, which are marked on hiking maps available 
at the information centre in Hótel Framtíð. Towering over the peninsula is Mt. 
Búlandstindur, a stately and triangularly formed mountain that many claim possesses 
mystic powers.

Langabúð is one of  the country’s oldest stores (1790). Situated just above the harbour 
is collection of  sculptures by Ríkarð Jónsson, a room dedicated to the memory 
of  government minister Eysteinn Jónsson, and the local Folk Museum. Also in 
Löngubúð is a coffee house, tourist information centre and access to the Internet.

Hótel Framtíð, constructed in 1905, stands next to the harbour in a venerable house 
with a recent annexe (18 rooms with bathfour cottages, each 25m2 in size, and 28 
rooms without bath, which are not all situated in the same building). The restaur-
ant features an interesting coffee and dining menu, and the bar in the cellar offers 
Internet access.

Christian hermits are believed to have lived in Papey island. According to legend, 
Christian recluses lived there before Norsemen settled in Iceland. The ferryboat 
Gísli Papey makes regular trips to the island with tourists. Papey is home to a great 
number of  seabirds, in particular puffins, and the ferry takes passengers on special 
bird-watching tours. 

The land Teigarhorn in Berufjörður fjord has been partly declared a nature reserve. 
A vast amount of  zeolites may be found on the site.

Djúpivogur is a great haven for birds. The locals have been 
working at making the area more accessible for birdwatchers. 
Many different species of birds nest in the area and many more 
stop there. The environment of the Djúpivogur lakes and ponds 
is easily accessible for bird watching. The migrating birds come 
here to the Southeast in great flocks and leave from the same 
point. There are also many wandering birds to be seen.
Interesting nesting birds of the area include Red-throated loon, 
Slavonian grebe, Shoveler, Gadwall, Shelduck and more. On 
the dark sands, south of the big glaciers the Great Skua reigns. 
Hamarsfjörður and Álftafjörður are also good places for spotting birds. Underneath Þvottár- and 
Hvalsnesskriður a special fauna can be found, for example the biggest colony of Common Scoters in 
the country.
