súðavíkurhreppur district, with its amazing diversity of pristine natu-
ral beauty provides excellent opportunities for outdoor activities and 
exploration. Everyone should find something to his liking here. the 
district has popular sites for visitors, such as the island of vigur, Hey-
dalur valley and reykjanes peninsula. Geothermal activity is found in 
some places and hot pots are situated in reykjanes, Hörgshlíð and 
Heydalur where visitors can rest their tired bones after exploring 
the district. one of the most important historical sites in iceland is 
located in vatnsfjörður fjord, where ruins from two farms can be 
found, one from the 10th century, the other from the 20th century. 
seals can frequently be spotted on the long and varied coastline in 
Ísafjarðardjúp, especially near the farm Hvítanes in skötufjörður fjord 

where many visitors stop to admire the view and take photographs.  
a little further into the fjord is the recently renovated farm Litli-Baer 
where visitors can see for themselves how harsh the conditions of the 
populace were in the early 20th century. Bird life is abundant as indi-
cated by bird information signs in Heydalur. súðavík offers excellent 
and friendly camping facilities in the outer habitation, with hot and 
cold water and caravan facilities. Good camping sites are also located 
in Heydalur and reykjanes. tourism and fish farming are growing 
industries in súðavík, mainly serving foreign and domestic deep sea 
anglers who go fishing from the harbour. the raggagarður family 
park on the outskirts of súðavík has playground equipment for all 
ages and good barbecue facilities.

- Súðavík -
The village of Súðavík is located on the banks of 
Álftafjördur fjord in Súðavíkurhreppur district. Súðavík 
was first called a village in the population count of 1880 
but it started to form in the mid nineteenth century. 
The boundaries of Súðavíkurhreppur district are in 
the bottom of Ísafjörður fjord in Ísafjarðardjúp and at 
the rock called Brúðarhamar which is further inside 
the fjord of Álftafjörður than Arnarneshamar rock. On 
December 1, 2009, 215 inhabitants were registered in 
Súðavíkurhreppur district.
The village of Súðavík is divided into two parts, 
inner and outer habitation. The dwellings in the outer 
habitation are only inhabited in the summer months but 
a new district was raised a little further into the fjord 
after an avalanche destroyed the old village on January 
16, 1995.
Súðavík has a range of industries; production of pet food 
and bag bait for fishing vessels, canning of cod liver, dried 
fish production, fish farming, a fish processing plant, 
agriculture and tourism.

- Strandir -
z Trékyllisvík. Northerly cove and setting for historical 
events on Strandir, the harsh and exposed “backbone” 
of the West Fjords. Once a major fishing centre which 
attracted sea-sonal workers from far and wide, it is still the 
most flourishing community in the area.

z Djúpavík. Former fishing centre on Reykjarfjörður, particu-
larly important for herring processing in the 1930s and later, until 
the stock vanished and operations were abandoned.

z Gjögur. Legendary fishing centre at the mouth 
of Reykjarfjörður, now almost depopulated, but once 
renowned for its heroic open-boat shark fishermen; 15-18 
boats at a time would brave the elements to catch shark 
for liver oil and its meat, which was cured. North of the 
lighthouse are geothermal springs.

- Drangsnes -
Drangsnes, a fishing village on Selströnd at the mouth 
of Steingrímsfjörður fjord, began developing in the 1920s. 
Drangsnes gets its name from the tall rock pillar on the 
shore, named Kerling. It is said that Kerling is one of three 
troll women who tried unsuccessfully to dig a ditch to sepa-
rate the West Fjords from the mainland. Population 72.
